The Son of God Has Redeemed Us for Himself with His Holy and Precious Blood 

 

The Lord our God has chosen us to be “his treasured possession,” not because of 

any strength in us, but solely “because the LORD loves” us (Deut. 7:6–8). He is 

faithful, and He “keeps covenant and steadfast love with those who love him 

and keep his commandments” (Deut. 7:9). He has searched for us and found us 

in love, and He has bestowed on us “great value” by the great price that He has 

paid on the cross (Matt. 13:45–46). In His joy, He has redeemed us by His cross 

and gathered us into His kingdom by the Gospel. Now we are “hidden in a 

field,” covered by the cross and subject to the persecution of the world  

(Matt. 13:44), not for destruction, but “to be conformed to the image of his 

Son” (Rom.

8:34), there is nothing in all creation that can separate 

us from “the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Rom. 8:39).
